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1. Eligibility

A student who has passed 10+2 Examination of Council of Higher Secondary Education,
Manipur or equivalent examination recognized by Manipur University is eligible for admission
to B.A./B.Sc. Course. A student must complete the course within a continuous span of six
semesters frominitial admission.

Eligibility for Admission

Candidates seeking admission to the first semester of the Degree Course should have passed
the Higher Secondary/an equivalent examination recognized by the Manipur University. The
minimum P.C. Of aggregate marks of the qualifying Examination eligible for admission shall be
decided by the College Admission Committee from time to time.

Admission Procedure

Prescribed application forms foradmission along with prospectus can be had fromthe College
Office. Students seeking admission to the undergraduate courses shall undergo online
registration to the website of the Directorate of University & Higher Education, Manipur
(www.registrationuhe.in) within stipulated time.

Admission Form and prospectus will be issued to the registered students councelling
based on the data and documents submitted during registration will be done by the admission
committee of the college. The admission committee will decide on whether admission test will
be held or not for the particulars academic session. Finalselected lists foradmission to various
programmes/courses opened in the college.
